
Overview, Selection Criteria and Chairperson Application Form
Guam’s Presentation/ Participation at the 13th Festival of Pacific Arts and Culture 2020

June 10 – 21, 2020 • Hawaii

I. Overview/ Purpose

A. To plan, develop, organize and execute Guam’s program for the 13th Festival of Pacific Arts and Culture.

B. To bring the best representation of Guam’s dynamic art forms, artistic history and traditions to the 13th Festival of Pacific Arts and Culture to be held in Hawaii from June 10-21, 2020, as well as, exhibit artwork of the highest quality reflective of Guam’s Culture and Heritage.

C. Ensure that Guam’s distinct voice is heard among the people of the Pacific Region and to bring a greater awareness of the cultural richness of Guam to the world and.

D. Promote CHamoru the indigenous language of the people of Guam.

E. Provide opportunities for artists and cultural practitioners to share their artistry and cultural traditions with other delegates and visitors to the 13th Festival of Pacific Arts and Culture.  

II. Selection Criteria/ Eligibility for Chairpersons

Interested Candidates must

A. Be a permanent resident of Guam for a total of 10 years within the last 15 years.

B. Have a record of continuing artistic and educational accomplishments.

C. Be actively participating and engaged in the artistic discipline/ field, either as a practitioner or teacher for more than 10 years within that discipline and in one or more of the subcategories.

D. Be actively engaged and recognized for their contributions in the field through teaching, advocacy, organizing and whose efforts have significantly increased public awareness, visibility and a greater appreciation for the discipline/ program.  

E. An expert in the field; well-organized and committed to putting forth a presentation of cultural and artistic excellence at the 13 Festival of Pacific Arts and Culture.

III. Call Out – Expressions of Interest

The 13th Festival of Pacific Arts Coordinating/ Programming Committee is seeking four (4) recognized experts and accomplished individuals to oversee the following artistic program subcommittees:

A. Performing Arts which shall oversee:

1. Traditional Dance: Dance, Songs and Chants - Contemporary and traditional dances, songs and chants of the indigenous people of Guam.
2. Drama/Theatre: Theatrical performances that give voice to the diversity of issues confronting Pacific Islanders in the modern world.
3. Oral Traditions and storytelling: Live performances featuring oral traditions and storytelling.
4. Fashion/ wearables art show: Traditional and contemporary wear hit the fashion runway in this celebration of innovation and creativity in design.
B. Literary Arts which shall oversee:

1. Publications: Book displays, lectures, panel discussions and workshops on recent publications by Guam authors.
2. Indigenous languages

C. Demonstrations/ Exhibitions which shall oversee:

1. Visual Arts: Traditional and contemporary expressions of culture, including painting, illustrations, graphics, photography, sculpture and pottery.

2. Floral Arts: Plants and flowers are woven into our cultures, expressing the values, traditions and contemporary ideas that shape who we are.

3. Culinary Arts: Demonstrations and workshops on CHamoru cuisine, offering an exquisite taste of traditional and contemporary flavors.

4. Canoe Voyaging: Seafaring activities, discussions and displays hosted by the Polynesian Voyaging Society

5. Photography
6. Healing Arts: Healing practices that apply traditional wisdom to modern-day life, including massage, birthing methods and use of medicinal plants.

7. Body Ornamentation: Featuring traditional, hand-crafted adornments along with contemporary jewelry.

8. Carving: Demonstrations of the robust carving traditions of CHamoru people.  
9. Handicrafts
10. Film: Featuring short films, documentaries and feature-length works by Guam filmmakers, held in conjunction with workshops and forums. 
11. Traditional Games
12. Weaving: Demonstrations of weaving traditions of the CHamoru people, along with hands-on workshops, weaving displays and discussions.

13. Tattooing: Demonstrations of tattoo, illustrating the cultural and genealogical roots of this striking Oceanic tradition.

D. Special events/activities which shall oversee:

1. Youth Ambassador Program: Cultivating the next generation of island leaders though a mentoring program in journalism, media and government relations.

2. Canoe Regatta: A friendly competition among nations.

3. Culinary umu/imu cook off – underground cooking
4. Traditional Games Competition: Traditional games and exhibitions, including children and adult friendly competitions in Slinging.

5. Workshops, forums and seminars: Workshops, forums and seminars addressing the issues confronting Oceanic peoples today, such as rising sea levels, health and cultural appropriation.
IV. Required documents and supporting materials

Interested candidates must submit the following:

A. Statement or Letter of Intent

A one-page statement or letter from candidate expressing their interest in serving as chairperson of the respective committee and why they should be selected to oversee the committee.
B. Resume and portfolio.

C. 5 letters of recommendation from professional references who can attest to or speak to the candidate’s ability.
D. Samples of work, photographs, newspaper clippings/ articles, publications, digital recordings, CD’s or DVD’s, web links and other pertinent forms of documentation.

V. Selection of Chairpersons – Panel Review

A. The process entails the review of candidate’s statement/ letter of intent, resume, portfolio, letters of recommendation and supporting material by evaluators who have expertise in that artistic discipline or field.
B. The evaluators will score the packet based on candidate’s qualifications and active participation in the discipline/field.    

VI. Conditions of Selection

Chairpersons must:

A. Commit to the planning, development and execution of Guam’s artistic program in that discipline for the 13th Festival of Pacific Arts and Culture. 
B. Complete and sign all necessary documents i.e. agreement of participation form and code of conduct form, etc. 
C. Must Participate in All Fundraising Activities and Official Functions. 
D. Adhere to Government of Guam Travel Laws and Regulations.
